“Information relating to an individual child is confidential and cannot be
disclosed without written parental permission to anyone other than the
Office, its designees or other persons authorized by law. Information
relating to an individual child may be disclosed to a social services district
where the child receives a day care subsidy from the district, where the
child has been named in a report of alleged child abuse or maltreatment, or
as otherwise authorized by law. Redisclosure of confidential HIV-related
information, as defined in section 360-8.1 of this Title, concerning a child
receiving family day care is not permitted except in a manner consistent
with article 27-F of the Public Health Law”

What is A.C.T.~For the Children?
A.C.T.~For the Children (Assisting
Children through Transition) is a program
designed to educate divorcing or
separating parents about the impact of
their breakup on their children. The
primary goal of the program is to teach
parents ways they can reduce the stress of
family changes and protect their children
from the negative effects of ongoing
parental conflict.

This means that you cannot share information with other
children’s parents. For example, you can tell a parent that
their child was bitten by another child, but not the name of the
child who did the biting. You can tell a parent that their child
was exposed to a communicable disease, but not tell the
parent what children have become ill.
