The Current Economy's Impact on Child Care

Over 11 million children under age 5 spend a portion of their day,
every week, in the care of someone other than their mother. The
average young child of a working mom spends about 36 hours a week in
such care. About one-quarter of these children are in multiple child care
arrangements strung together by their parents. The quality of care varies
greatly and many working families struggle with the cost of care. With
the current economic crisis, quality child care settings are even more
important to the healthy development of children. In too many cases
involving low income families, child care is the only place that children
may receive a nutritious meal and snack, given that food is often one of
the first places parents sacrifice as their family budget becomes tighter.

The most recent data shows that over 14.5 million Americans are
out of work. Another 9 million are working part-time because they cannot
find full-time work. About 7 million jobs have been lost since the
recession began in December 2007. As parents lose employment, as
their hours are cutback, they are taking their children out of organized
child care and making due with whatever arrangement they can find
(hoping it's safe, hoping it meets health and safety standards, hoping the
arrangement is temporary until times are better).

Quality child care is the linchpin between working families and
safe children. With the current economy, parents are forced to make
many difficult decisions about the care of their children. Newspaper
stories throughout the country describe parents pulling their children
from child care and at very young ages leaving children home alone. In
one case of a mall worker, the mother's hours were reduced, she pulled
her daughter from child care and left her in the car where she checked
on her every hour. Locking the car doors with an unattended child inside
is not safe child care.

New Law Affecting All Day Care Programs
Governor Paterson signed a new bill into law eh662010 that
contains changes affecting all modalities of child care programs.

Group Family Day Care

1. Group family child care providers may now care for up to 12
children of all ages. Up to four additional schagke children may

be in care for a maximum capacity of 16 children. OCFS will
assess the program for adequate indoor space for the comfort of th
children and to accommodate a variety of activities for the children
priar do Us$uitgsa .new Ticénge yefleding & @hamgd th maximum
capacity.

2. A group family child care provider may now care for up to 8
children by his/herself provided that at least two of the children are
of schoolage and no more than two of the children are under the
age of two.

3. There must be one approved assistant present when child care
provided to seven or more children when none of the children in
care are schoalge or nine or more children when at least two
children in care are school age. One caretaker per every twc
children under the age of two is still the requirement.

Family Day Care

Under the new law, family day care providers may care for more
than two children under the age of two only if there is at least one
caregiver for each two children under the age of two.

Important: Group and Family Day Care Programs must request
and receive an inspection and approval prior to changing capacity
Until an inspection is conducted and a new license is issued,
roviders must_be in compliance with the current maximum
dpality a8 hotbd Orf the face of his/her group family day care
license.

SchootAge Child Care

The law removes the requirement that staff from schgel child
care programs receive training in shaken baby syndrome. If schoo
age child care staff have already completed training hours for this
topic area, licensors and registrars will credit those hours toward the
topic area: principles of childhood development, including the
appropriate supervision of children, meeting the needs of children
enrolled in the program with physical or emotional challenges and
behavior management and discipline.

Terms of Licenses and Registrations

OCFS may renew licenses and registrations for up to four years, a
long as the provider remains in substantial compliance with law and
regulation. All d ay care licenses/ registrations periods will be
assessed for the fouyear licensing and registration term at your
programbés next renewal cycl e.

Early Learning Spending Stays in New York
Hereb6s how it works:

The dollars initially invested in an early learning program recirculate through the local economy. The first
dollar of spending goes directly to early care and education programs, and the additional spending is generated
in two ways: (1) when early learning centers purchase local goods and services to operate their programs; and
(2) when early learning teachers and staff spend their wages on local goods and services. All this additional
spending is generated through what isknown astheimu |l t i pl i er ef fect . o

Although every industry generates some additional spending in these two ways, the early child care and
education sector has one of the highest output multipliers because a high proportion of the spending by early
learning programs and staff is spent locally. Much of the investment in early education goes to teacher wages,
and the person-to-person nature of this service means that it must be provided and delivered locally. This is
different from many industries that are based on products that could be manufactured outside of New York or
on services that can be provided remotely (e.g., customer service representatives via phone lines from other
states or even internationally).

In turn, since early education teachers and staff are low- and moderate-wage workers (child care workers have
median annual incomes of $17,630), they typically spend rather than save their wages, purchasing local goods
and services, including housing and retail products.

He r evidasthis meansin actual dollars and cents: Every dollar spent on early care and education in New York
yields a total of $1.86 in the state economy.

Regulation Review

417.4 (d) Multi-purpose fire extinguishers of a type
approved for use in residences must be maintained in
good working condition and placed in the kitchen and
outside the furnace room. A family day care provider
located in a multiple family dwelling is not required to
place or maintain a fire extinguisher outside the
furnace room of such dwelling. The caregivers must
know how to use the fire extinguishers placed in such
home. Fire extinguishers with gauges must show a full
charge. Fire extinguishers with seals must have
unbroken seals.

Do fire extinguishers expire?

Fire extinguishers expire and they do this for a
few different reasons. One common way is that,
over time, the seal on the neck will weaken and
allow compressed gas to escape. Extinguishers
that have lost much of their pressure will not
operate. Pressure within an extinguisher can be
conveniently checked through a pressure gauge.

fail due to solidification of the chemical in the
canister base. Homeowners and inspectors can
delay this process by periodically shaking the
extinguisher. Expensive extinguishers that have
expired, especially those designed for
commercial use, can be refilled and resealed by
companies who specialize in this service.
Inexpensive models are disposable.

Unfortunately, an expiration date cannot be fully
trusted and there is no foolproof way to know if
an extinguisher is no longer functional. Due to the
extremely destructive potential of fires and the
relatively low cost of extinguishers, it is advisable
to replace or recharge questionable
extinguishers.

In summary, extinguishers are classified based
on their chemical ingredients, all of which have
their own strengths and limitations. It is important
to know what type of extinguisher combats what
type of fire. Fire extinguishers are critical indoor
components that must be maintained and
inspected regularly.

Putting objects in motion not only boosts toddlers' coordination, but helps them understand

Here's what to do: Remember when a baby is delighted in repeatedly dropping objects (and
food) from their high chair? They farnheyn @d just r y i
experimenting with their power to make things happen. When they become a toddler, they are

ready to take the fun (and learning) to the next level by adding the elements of force and

accuracy into the mix.

Stack a few lightweight, unbreakable (plastic) bottles and cups in a row on the floor, then hand
the child one of the items of your choice (try beanbags, beanbag animals, or foam balls). Now
take turns tossing the beanbags with the goal of knocking down the targets (and collecting
them from the corners of the room and setting them up again). Once the child catches on, set
up the targets a bit farther away and watch them figure out that they need to throw the
beanbag a bit harder to achieve their goal: A direct hit! For a fun variation, try rolling a variety

of balls (heavy and light, small and large) toward the targets and turn it into a game of bowling.

Here's why it's good for toddlers : Besides boosting coordination and gross motor skills, this
game helps the children to learn how to take turns, a concept that becomes increasingly
important as they interact with more and more playmates

TRAINING PAYMENT POLICIES

REGISTRATION

Advance registration is required to enroll in training. If adequate space is available, walk -in registrants will be

allowed to attend. When applying for payment assistance from EIP, completed copies of the EIP application sent

to SUNY, fax request from SUNY, or payment otherwise submitted, is required prior to the training in order to

register.

I n the event that participant canét attend a 24 hour adva
the event the participant does not attend the training and received EIP funding, it will be up to the participant to

notify EIP that they did not attend and send payment back to SUNY EIP. Payment paid out of pocket will be

forfeited. In the event that SCCCCC cancels or reschedules the training, the fee will be refunded to the provider

or applied to the training at the rescheduled time.

EIP DENIAL
If EIP denies an applicant for assistance, the provider is responsible to pay for the training.

CANCELLATION AND PAYMENT

§ Pre-registration is required for all trainings.

§ Child Care Council reserves the right to cancel training due to low attendance or inclement weather.

§ If training is canceled due to low enrollment or inclement weather, pre -registered participants will be notified
by phone and payment will not be required.

§ If training is postponed or rescheduled, participants may choose to participate on the alternate date or
cancel their registration.

§ Pre-registered participants, who wish to cancel, must do so prior to 24 hours before the start date of the
training. If participants fail to cancel prior to the 24 -hour time limit or miss the training, payment for the
missed training will be the responsibility of the provider and will not be refunded.

CERTIFICATES AND TRAINING RECORDS

A provider is responsible for keeping their own training records. In the event that a replacement copy of
a training certificate is needed, a $5 fee will be charged, due prior to receiving the certificate.

RETURNED CHECKS

There is a $15 fee for returned checks

TRAINING CONDUCT POLICIES

In order to provide an adult learning environment, all person attending training classes are required
to:

Arrive on time

Sign in

Be actively involved in the entire training session

Be considerate of other participants; limit talking to discussion and activity session. Be
respectful of others.
