417.14 (b) Each provider and alternate provider must complete a  

minimum of (15) hours of training during the first (6) months of   

registration. Any person who becomes an alternate provider after the 

initial registrations of the home must complete a minimum of (15) 

hours of training during the first (6) months after becoming an    

alternate provider. In either case, this initial (15)hours applies toward 

the total (30) Hours minimum requirement for each registration period. 

A total of (30) Hours of Training must be completed every 2 years.

1. Principles of Childhood development  

2. Nutrition and health needs  

3. Child day care program development  

4. Safety and security procedures  

5. Business record maintenance and management  

6. Child abuse and maltreatment identification and prevention

9. Education and prevention of shaken baby syndrome

Free Child Abuse Identification and  
Reporting Training  

Mandated reporters can participate in this 2-hour 
web-based online training course at any time, 24/7. 
Once you begin, you will have 30 days to complete 
the course. In this Flash-based learning application, 
the existing OCFS curriculum was divided into 
smaller, more manageable sections. This allows  
users to save their progress at the end of each   
section--so they can complete it at their own pace, 
either in one sitting, or in multiple sessions. Users 
who log out after completing a section will          
automatically be returned to the end of their last 
completed section when they log back on to the 
training site. The course features interactive         
exercises that are customized for the major          
disciplines: Social Services, Education, Law         
Enforcement, Child Day Care and Medical. The 
course also addresses definitions, indicators, and 
how to make a report to the State Central Register. 
The application is full narrated and includes taped 
video segments that enhance the learning points. 
This course meets the New York State Education 
Department mandatory requirements for Training in 
Child Abuse Identification and Reporting.

Steps to Planning a Nutrition Education Activity 
Nutrition education teaches children about foods and how they support good 
health. It helps children develop healthy eating habits and positive attitudes 

about foods. Nutrition education activities expose children to a wider variety 

of foods. Here are six steps to planning a nutrition education activity with 

children. 

Step 1: Why 
Å Think about the lesson you want children to learn. 

Step 2: What 
Å Choose an activity that will help children learn the lesson. 

Å Use different activities, such as arts and crafts, games, songs, cooking, and 
role playing. 

Step 3: How 
Think through the activity. 

Å Make a list of things you will need. 
Å Plan what you will do. 

Å Plan what the children will do. 

Planning the activity step by step will keep the children busy rather than hav-

ing to wait while you prepare the next step. 

Step 4: When 
Å Decide on a time to carry out the activity. 

Å Use the activity as a transition before mealtime to teach the children some-

thing new about food. 

Å Keep in mind that children will not pay attention well if they are hungry or 
tired. 

Step 5: Do the Activity 
Å Begin the activity by asking questions to find out what the children already 

know. 
Å Explain what they will do. 

Å Make the activity fun for children and care 

givers. 

Step 6: Follow-up After the Activity  

Å Ask questions to find out what children learned to reinforce the lesson. 

Å Remember to refer to this activity later to reinforce the lesson. 

Å Present a different activity at a later time to reinforce the same lesson. 

Å Start the follow-up lesson by talking with the children about what they 

learned in the original lesson. 
Å Songs and chants are great ways to reinforce nutrition lessons. Try making 

up your own song to a familiar tune. 

Fun Nutrition Activities with Children  

Talk about how potatoes grow. Pass around a whole potato and have the chil-
dren sing, to the tune of ñMary Had a Little Lamb,ò Iôm a potato, brown and 

round, brown and round, brown and round. Iôm a potato, brown and round, 

growing in the ground.  Allow children to spread pizza sauce on half of an 

English muffin. Children can make a face on the pizzas with olives (eyes) and 

green pepper (smile). Provide grated cheese for hair.

Easter Brunch Pizza 
 

Recipe Ingredients: 
1 (16.3-ounce) tube buttermilk biscuit dough  

1 teaspoon olive oil  
1 tablespoon chopped parsley  

1 tablespoon minced fresh garlic  
1 1/2 cups shredded part-skim mozzarella  

1/3 cup grated Parmesan  
Toppings for decorations (we used red, yellow, 

and green peppers, red onions, and cooked 
breakfast sausage)  

 
1. Remove the dough from the tube and separate 

it into biscuits. Pull apart each biscuit to make 2 
thinner, even layers. Place all the dough pieces on 
an ungreased cookie sheet and flatten them gen-
tly, gradually molding them together to form a sin-

gle egg shape.  
 

2. Bake at 350° for 8 minutes, then remove the 

crust from the oven and let it cool.  
 

3. Mix together the oil, parsley, and garlic in a 
small bowl. Brush this mixture over the cooled 

crust. Cover the crust evenly with the mozzarella, 
then sprinkle a layer of Parmesan on top.  

 
4. Add toppings to create stripes, polka dots, and 

other accents so that the pizza looks like a deco-
rated egg (a great job for kids). Return it to the 

oven until the cheese is melted, about 5 to 10 min-
utes. Serve warm.

How to Play:

                          How to Play:  
1. Before the game, collect a list of different Irish dance steps. 

2. Divide participants into two teams of even number. Then split each team in two and have 
each half stand at opposite ends of the room. 

3. Demonstrate a couple of the dance moves. Then start the game by calling out a dance move 
and change them as often as you like. 

4. Have the kids complete the dance moves while running from one end to the other and       
tagging the next opponent.

You could have the kids freeze when you stop the music and then start up again when you re-

start the music. 

   Egg And Wooden Spoon Race 
What you need:  Raw eggs; Wooden spoons; Team flags or markers 

                                         How to Play :  
1. Each team stands in single file behind the starting line and opposite their respective flags, set in 
the ground about 5 yards away.  
2. At the whistle, the first player in each line, balancing an egg on a spoon, races around his team's 
flag, then back to transfer the egg onto a spoon held by the next teammate. The recipient races to 
the flag, and the first runner hands his spoon to the third person.  
3. The race continues until one team finishes the course. Anyone who drops an egg must run to 
the starting line for another before resuming.
