Enrollment and Employment

How many hours may a substitute work?

417.8(c)(1) Policy Statement 04-3 The Office considers it reasonable for a provider to ask a
substitute to fill-in for them for up to 15 days in each year of the 2-year licensing period (15
days may also be converted to hours if necessary). The Office will consider 15 days of
absence to be short-term, and so long as the days were not used for more than 3 days
consecutively, the Office would consider the 15 days to be non-recurring. A waiver request is
required if the provider is planning to have his/her substitute fill-in for more than three days
of consecutive absences.

Socializing and performing a second job on daycare hours

417.15(a)(16) The indoor and outdoor areas of the home where the children are being cared
for must not be used for any other business or social purpose when children are present such
that the attention of the caregiver is diverted from the care of the children.

Here are a few items that should be kept on file for day care children:

o Children’s health records including immunizations

« Napping Policy— Where the children are napping, what they are napping on, and where the
provider will be.

o Medication log

« A feeding schedule for all infants in care

o Written parental permission for school age children to play outside without direct
supervision from the provider. Remember the provider must physically check on them
every 15 minutes.

o Transportation permission

Supervision of daycare children

As a childcare provider you must have competent direct supervision of the children at all
times except:
Napping with written permission from parents 417.8(a)(1)

Children who are able to toilet independently 417.8 (a) (2)

With written permission, school-aged children can participate in activities outside the
direct supervision of a caregiver, the caregiver must physically check the children every
15 minutes, with written permission from parents 417.8 (a) (3)

The home is free of any dangerous or unsafe conditions that could hurt a

Home Safety Checklist Spotlight

child. This includes:

Knives and other sharp objects are out of the reach of children.

Small rugs, runners, and electrical cords are held in place so a child
won't trip.

Electrical cords do not run under furniture or rugs and are out of the
reach of small children.

Extension cords are not overloaded.

Any guns and other firearms are unloaded and stored in a locked
drawer or cabinet and the key is kept in a safe place.

Cords to window blinds and shades are out of the reach of children.
Hot liquids are out of the reach of children.
